Light color pants or shorts (they will be wearing painters overalls so light colors best as 
dark colors will show through, and graphics okay on shirt).   
 
Div. 7 & 4:  Elves 
student provides: Black T-Shirt, Black/Dark Pants. 
 
Div. 5 & 8:  Reindeer Robots 
student provides:  Black T-Shirt, Black/Dark Pants. Graphic on T-shirt is ok as it will be hidden. 
 
Div. 9 & 10:  Chefs 
student provides: White shirt/t-shirt.  Black/Dark pants.  Runners/Sneakers (not dress shoes). 
 
Div. 11 & 12:  Reindeers 
student provides:  A Colorful Shirt (solid color, no graphic), shorts (students will be provided with colorful pants to wear over shorts). 
 
Div. 13 & 14:  Penguins  
student provides: Black Shirt (solid preferred). Black pants.
